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10 Top Tips for Reading With your Child 

 

1. Enjoy it—they only get one childhood! 

2. Read books which interest them. 

3. Read without distractions—turn off the TV 

or hide their phone! 

4. Talk about it. Just because they can read 

the words, doesn’t mean they can under-

stand all the information—especially the 

hidden meanings in stories or the complex 

vocabulary. 

5. Join the library and go regularly. 

6. Read different types of texts, e.g. fiction, 

non-fiction, poetry, joke books, comic 

books and plays. 

7. Download books if gadgets are their ‘thing’. 

8. Compare a film to the book, there will al-

ways be differences. 

9. Let them see you read for pleasure—

regularly! 

10. It doesn’t have to be more than 10 minutes 

a day.
